As the low tracks 
southwards and onto the Ross Ice Shelf, the pressure gradient tightens along the Transantarctic Mountains and cause 
winds to flow over the terrain and accelerate towards Ross Island in the evening.

Moderate to severe turbulence around Ross Island expected later in evening.
