23-Nov The incoming low and high pressure will cause the pressure gradient in the wave to compress, causing a brief period of elevated winds with 45kt gusts later today. The winds will
abate as the weak gradient in between systems progresses over NBP's location. Tomorrow NBP backtracks to a safer location to avoid the incoming series of low pressure centers
that emerge from an elongated center. NBP should out of the front's way for the duration of the forecast period and safe from the extreme wind speeds and heavy precipitation
associated with the system.
